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1)   We start from... the main square of central London, where a number of famous buildings and monuments, including the National Gallery, Nelson's Column are situated. The square is popular with visitors, who come to relax by the fountains there or to feed the pigeons. Nelson's Column is a high column nearly 185 feet (44 m) with a statue of Admiral Nelson who defeated the French at the Battle of Trafalgar in 1805.

2)   To the left of us you can see... It has got a fine collection of European paintings.

3)   Now we are coming to... It is the meeting point of six streets famous for its brightly lit neon advertisements at night.

4)   We've just passed it, now we are making our way to.... It has got a lake in the middle called the Serpentine, and you can take a boat out on the water. It is a good place to get away from the crowds and the noise of the city. You can listen to the speakers at Speaker's Corner near Marble Arch. People from all over the world come and speak here. You can ask a speaker some difficult questions if you like. Or you can stand on a box and speak to some of the listeners!         

5)   Now we are at... It is the London home of the Queen. When the flag is flying on the top she is at home. Changing the Guard happens every day at 11.30 a. m.

6)   In front of you can see... It is the seat of British government. It is a very -impressive building. It stands on the left bank of the river Thames and is 984 feet in length. There is only one building there, but it is called the Houses because it is divided into two Chambers — the House of Commons and the House of Lords.

7)   .. is the name of the huge clock on the Clock Tower on the Houses of Parliament. The Clock is 313 feet high and 41 feet square.

8)   In a moment you will see... It's a royal church. Here you can see the tombs of many British kings and queens and famous people. Now we are crossing Tower Bridge over the river Thames.

9)   From here you can see... It was a fortress, later a prison. It is a museum now. There are a lot of interesting collections in it. The ravens are another famous sight. The legend says that without them the Tower will fall. The Raven Master is the person who gives them food.

10) And now we are making our way to the famous cathedral. It is the greatest work of the architect sir Christopher Wren.
